 St. Rose student hosting Leukemia fundraiser
 Goal is to raise money 

for cancer research

SPRING LAKE — A St. Rose 
High School student is host-
ing a fundraiser to raise mon-
ey for cancer research. 

Gwyneth Fahy, a sixteen-
year-old junior at St. Rose. 
Gwyneth’s goal is to raise 

$30,000 dollars in seven 
weeks, from Jan. 26 to March 
19. 

All the proceeds will go 
directly to the Leukemia and 
Lymphoma society, “to fund 
cutting-edge research and 
treatments” for people strick-
en with blood-cancers. 

Gwynth graduated from 
H.W. Mountz where she 
played soccer, basketball, 
softball, and was on the na-
tional honor society; from 

there she went to St. Rose 
High School, where she was 
part of the Varsity Cross 
Country team, and the stu-
dent council during her 
Freshman and Sophomore 
year of High School. 

“My entire life, I’ve been 
interested in oncology and 
the study of cancer, and how 
it a! ects young kids especial-
ly,” Gwyn told The Coast Star, 
“and this summer I had the 
opportunity of meeting two 
girls from New York City, An-
gela and Paula Meisner, who 
lifeguarded with me.”

Angela and Paula, who 
worked with Gwyn over the 
summer, nominated her for 
the Leukemia & Lymphoma 
Society’s [LLS] 2022 Students 
of the Year Campaign.

“Last year, they did this 
campaign in New York City, 
and part of their leadership 
program is to nominate peo-
ple who they think could also 
partake in that campaign. 
They had nominated me to 
the New Jersey Leukemia and 

Lymphoma campaign society, 
and they reached out to me.”

Gwyn said she was in-
spired to take up the chal-
lenge after a number of peo-
ple in her personal life were 
stricken with life-threatening 
diseases. 

“My grandpa has had three 
kinds of cancers. A student, 
a senior at my High School, 
was diagnosed with Stage II 
Hodgkin's Lymphoma cancer. 
Alayna is a senior at my high 
school, but we also worked 
together this summer with 
the Spring Lake Beach De-
partment. 

“Seeing the process of her 
not being in school and hav-
ing to go through her treat-
ment was just really moving, 
because it was someone I 
knew and I got to see it fi rst-
hand. She recently finished 
her eight rounds of chemo.

We’re definitely hoping 
she’ll be in remission.”

Starting Jan. 26, Gwyn and 
her team will be running a 
number of events, includ-

ing restaurant dine-ins and 
volleyball games, where the 
proceeds will be donated di-
rectly to the Leukemia and 
Lymphoma society. 

Gwyn sees her future in 
oncology, and hopes one day 
to fi nd a cure for blood can-
cers so no one will have to 
su! er again.

“I’m defi nitely going to be 
going into oncology, wheth-
er I’m a pediatric oncologist, 
or a pediatric oncologist 
nurse, or if I go into the re-
search department, but I’m 
leaning more towards going 
into nursing, or becoming an 
actual oncologist. I’ll decide 
once I go into college.” 

Gwyn gives her apprecia-
tions to the local restaurants 
assisting her in the fundrais-
ing endeavor, including Jer-
sey Mikes, Ray’s Cafe, and 
St. Rose, AM Kitchen, Vicks, 
Driftwood, and Dune Donuts, 
Federico’s and Joe’s Bagels. 
Gwyn also gives her thanks 
to  H.W. Mountz, as well as 
her team members: Grace 

Toscano, Grace McCasserty, 
Brenna Furniss, Maggie Turn-
bach, Paula and Angela Meis-
sner, Kate Mahooney and her 
family, especially her father.
